1. The Seller owns the books specified in the enclosure to the purchase contract.
2. The Purchaser is interested in buying the books specified in the enclosure to the purchase contract (hereinafter called the Books).
3. Parties of the contract agree the Seller is to sell the Books to the Purchaser according to this contract.
4. The Seller will deliver the Books to the Purchaser’s main office at Kounicova 65a, Brno, Czech Republic, and hand it over to the Purchaser represented by Dr. Jindra Pavelková, by December 31 2018. The parties will sign a written record of the handing over (the delivery will include this written record).
5. All costs related to the Book’s the delivery to the Purchaser’s main office will be covered by the Seller.
6. The purchaser will pay purchase´s price 8018,26 EURO till 31.12.2018. This price includes all fees and costs connecting with the saling of the books and the delivering the books. The contracting parties agree the value added tax (VAT) of the price will pay the purchaser so that the seller will make out an invoice without VAT and state the VAT number of the purchaser in the invoice. 
7. The Purchaser will become the owner of the Books when he takes over the Books (on signing the writing form).
8. The Seller assumes the responsibility for the Books until the Purchaser takes over the Books.
9. The Purchaser will be allowed to withdraw from the contract if the Seller does not deliver the Books duly and in time. The parties agree that the withdrawal notification may be sent by e-mail. 
10. This contract shall become valid and effective on the day of its signing by both contractual parties. In case the parties sign this contract on different dates, the contract shall be deemed valid and effective upon the date of the latest signature. 
11. This contract shall be governed by the laws of the Czech Republic.
12. This contract constitutes the entire agreement between the parties and may not be amended or changed except by a written consent of both parties. This contract may not be changed by court according to § 1765 Act 89/2012 of Czech Republic.
13. This contract must be accepted as is, without any alterations.
14. This agreement has been issued in 2 identical copies, one for the Seller and one for the Purchaser.
