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Agreement for English Language Training

1. Course outline: The courses will be tailored to the leaning needs of each student and will aim to teach English suitable for an international, work-related context and appropriate to the language level of the students. All students will agree on the content areas of the course in order to produce suitable, individual course plans. The training will be delivered by native speakers of English with internationally recognised qualifications in the Teaching of English as a Foreign Language. All British Council trainers are supervised and supported by our management team, who may visit classes to observe and assist teachers.
2. Course Participants  4 individual senior employees
3. Training Venue:  Company premises in Prague 6
4. Schedule of classes: 90 minutes, once weekly, per student/Wed and Fri bet. 9 and 12 from 9th January to 22nd March 2019 and then from April 3rd to June 28th 2019. No lessons on Friday 18th April and Wednesday 1st and 8th May.
5. Study materials:  The British Council will provide all study materials
6. Course Fees:  1 x 90 minutes (1,950 CZK x 1.5) = 2,925 CZK per lesson-90 lessons = 263 250CZK
7. Payment schedule: The European Patent Office will be invoiced by the British Council well in advance of the course start date and the payment is to be made within 40 days from the issuance of the invoice.
8. Changes to agreed programme: The British Council will reschedule up to 10% of the scheduled lessons at no extra cost providing that at least 24 hours written notice is given to the British Council. Classes may be made up either on a different day and time suitable to the teacher or by extending the length of classes on the scheduled days. All lessons are to be taken by the end of June 2019.
