hereinunder “the Provider”,
conclude this Contract for Work (hereinunder “the Contract”) in accordance with the provisions of Section 2586, Act no. 89/2012 Sb., the Civil Code, as amended:
I.

Subject of the Contract
1) The Provider commits to elaborate for the Client, on the basis of materials provided by the Client, an expert museological evaluation of the planned MUSEUM+ project, including an evaluation of its international impacts (hereinunder “the work”).
2) The work will consist of at least 2 standard pages in A4 format, i.e. the text will comprise at least 3600 characters or at least 500 words.
3) The work will be delivered to the Client as a text file and a PDF file.
4) The work will be elaborated in either Czech, English or German.
5) The work will be elaborated with due professional care. 
6) The work will be used by the Client as part of (and as supporting material for) a feasibility study for the MUSEUM+ project at the Lower Vítkovice complex in Ostrava. The Client is entitled to have the work translated into another language (or languages) and to use the work in public presentations of this project.
7) The Provider is not entitled to provide the work to any other person or party besides the Client.
8) The contracting parties commit to engage in mutual cooperation in order to ensure that the work is elaborated in a proper manner. For the purposes of this cooperation, the contracting parties will provide all necessary information which may be important or essential for the elaboration of the work.
II.

Deadlines for the provision of the work, delivery of the work
1) The work will be provided by 31 January 2020.
2) A document will be issued to confirm the delivery and receipt of the work. Both contracting parties will sign a scan of this document.
3) The work will be deemed to have been provided if it has been completed, delivered and received by the Client and if it is deemed to be complete and to a satisfactory standard.

III.

Fee for the work, conditions of payment
1) The Client will pay a fee of 80 000 CZK (eighty thousand Czech crowns) to the Provider for the provision of the work.
2) All payments will be made by bank transfer to the bank account of the Provider as given in the header of this Contract.
3) The Provider’s entitlement to receive payment of the fee arises following the delivery of the work and its receipt by the Client as per Article II, Paragraphs 2) and 3) of this Contract.
IV.

Final provisions
1) Any relations not defined in this Contract are governed by Czech law and the relevant provisions of Act no. 89/2012 Sb., the Civil Code, as amended.
2) Pursuant to Article 25 of Regulation (EU) No. 1215/2012 of the European Parliament and of the Council of 12 December 2012 on jurisdiction and the recognition and enforcement of judgements in civil and commercial matters, the parties to this Contract have agreed that the courts of the Czech Republic shall have jurisdiction to conduct proceedings and to settle any disputes which may arise in connection with this Contract. According to the parties’ agreement, jurisdiction rests with the District Court in Ostrava (Okresní soud v Ostravě); in disputes over intellectual property rights, primary jurisdiction rests with the Regional Court in Ostrava (Krajský soud v Ostravě).
3) This Contract becomes effective on the date of its publication in the Register of Contracts compiled on the basis of Act no. 340/2015 Sb. on the Register of Contracts, as amended; the Register of Contracts is administered by the Ministry of the Interior of the Czech Republic. The Client commits to publish this Contract in the Register of Contracts in accordance with the procedure set out in Section 5 of Act no. 340/2015 Sb. on the Register of Contracts, without undue delay following the conclusion of this Contract.

4) If any of the provisions of this Contract become invalid or ineffective, this fact does not cause any other parts of this Contract to become invalid or ineffective. In such a case, the contracting parties commit to replace, following mutual agreement, the invalid or ineffective provisions with different provisions whose content is as similar as possible to that of the invalid or ineffective provisions.

5) This Contract is made as two counterparts each with the validity of the original. Each contracting party receives one counterpart.
