3. Parties of the contract agree the purchaser sells the book to the purchaser according to this contract.

The parties will have to sign a written record od the handing over (the delivering will include this written record).

12. This contract shall be governed by the laws of the Czech republic.

13. This contract constitutes the entire agreement between the parties and may not be amended or changed except by the consent of both parties in writing. This contract may not be changed by court according to § 1765 act 89/2012 of Czech republic.
14. This contract can by accept only without any difference.
