Article I.

Object of the contract

1) The contractor agrees to conduct elephant training with the purpose of insemination, with respect of terms and conditions stipulated in this contract.

Article II.

Period of execution 

1) The contractor begins work realization on 20th January 2017 and finishes the work by 31st December 2017
Article III.

Reward for work done
