WHEREAS, User has purchased a license to
use the Ex Libris Programs specified in Exhibit A
attached hereto (the “Program”) in accordance with
a license agreement by and between the User and
Univerzita Karlova v Praze (the "License
Agreement");

WHEREAS, User wishes to receive from Ex
