The Coordinatlng lnstitution and the each of Partners commlt themselves to corrying out 
the work program covered by this contract. 

This work program comes under the Grant Agreement concluded between the 
Coordlnating lnstltution ond the Natlonal Agency.
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The maximum grant of the project for the contractual period referred to by the Grant 

Agreement number 2021 • 1 •PL01-KA220-HED•000023034 is estímated at 400.000,00 EUR, 

mentioned ln Article 1.3.1 of the GRANT AGREEMENT. 

Thls contract shall regulate relotions between the Parties. and their respective ríghts and 
oblígations wlth regard to their pcrticipation in the project 2021-1-PL01-KA220-HE0-
000023034 (M.0.R.D.O.R.) (herelnafter referred to as "PROJECT") under the Grant 
Agreement n° 2021-1-PL01-KA220-HED-000023034 passed between the Natlonal Agency 
and the Coordinatlng lnstitutlon. 

The subject matter of this AGREEMENT and the related PROJECT are detciled in the 
onnexes, which form on lntegrol port of this contract and that each Party declares to 
have read and opproved. 

The partles guarantee to respect humen rights. Each of the Parties may terminate this 

ogreement with lmmediate effect if the other Party is lnvolved in o serious or systematic 

violation of humon rights. 

This CONSORTIUM AGREEMENT shall be interpreted and exerclsed ln good foith, 

accordlng to the prlnciples of sincere cooperation, transparency and openness. 

Regording the implementatlon of this project, the GRANT AGREEMENT and lts annexes, 

signed by the National Agency and the Coordinating lnstitutlon, on behalf of the whole 

CONSORTIUM, take precedence over this CONSORTIUM AGREEMENT in terms of the 

granted budget, the assigned projeet duration, reporting (and due dates) and flnancial 

stipulatlons or other guidelines (e.g. Covid-19 regulotions). 

Regardlng DISPUTE RESOLUTION, all or ony dísputes arising out or touching upon or in 

relotion to the terms ond conditions of this Consortium Agreement, including the 

lnterpretation and validity of the terms thereoř and the respective ríghts ond obllgations 

of the Parties, shall be settled amicably by mutual díscussion between the involved 

partners, and, if required, by the Project Management Boord. 

Failing amicable settlement, the competent court with jurisdiction in the registered offlce 

of Coordinating lnstitution of sholl hove sole competence to rule on ony dlspute between 

the Partíes in respect of this Consortium Agreement. 

The law applicable to this Consortium Agreement shall be the law of Poland.

ARTICLE 2 - DURATION or- rHE PROJECT 

§ l. The project starts on 01-11 •2021 and ends on 30- l 0-2024.

§2. This AGREEMENT comes into force after lt has been signed by all PARTNERS and after

tha GRANT AGREEMENT has been signed, on beholf of the whole consortiurn, between 

the Coordinating lnstitutlon and the EU Commission. The AGREEMENT will have a 

retroactlve effect to the start date of the project.

§2.3.2 Declslon-maklng on listed project activities within the PM6 is done bilaterally,

always between the COORDINATOR (or the relevant Team Leader) wíth a LOCAL

COORDINATOR according to the division of tosks ond responsibilities described in thls

agreement. Ali decisions are tokem in line with the GRANT AGREEMENT, this consortium

cgreement [the AGREEMENT] considering any amendments to these two documents: os

well os in concordance with the prescriptions of the PROJECT APPLICATION. ln cose of d

conflict between the coordlnator and o relevant task leader, the coordinator's decision
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prevails for issues regardlng project implementation described in this AGREEMENT or in the 
PROJECT APPLICATION. For ether declslon-maklng procedures see: §2.3.3. 

Decisions regarding the implementation of Actions not listed in any of these documents, 
must be consulted with and accepted by the COORDINATOR before implementation, 

and if relevcnt, as well by the Polish Natlonal Agency or Europecn Commlssion. 

§ 2.3.3 ln case of major decisions considering issues not covered by the GRANT

AGREEMENT. this AGREEMENT or the PROJECT APPLICATION; but affecting the project
objectives, their implementotion or sustoinobility, 1 the PMB (11 members) wlll take those
decisions with signlficant budgetary implicotions through obsolute majority voting (For,

Against, Abstain). ln case of a tíe, the COORDINATOR'S vote is the deciding vote.

ln case of minor declslons on lssues not dealt wlth by said agreements; and covered by 

the Management 8. lmplementation budget. the COORDINATOR is responsible for taking 

these decisions. 

When o call for votes is required, members of the PMB must vote within 1 O working days 

of the announcement of the call. Voting can take plece by electronic correspondence. 
General rules of communication apply, cf. Annex 1. 

§2.3.4 Any PARTNER who can demonstrate thet a declsion goes against its odministrative

procedures, lega! obllgations, or notionol law may suspend o decislon by the PMB or
Coordinator. Thls procedure must be supported by lega! documents. And the PMB shall

moke every effort to resolve such conflict of interest. which occosioned the declsion not

to comply, to the generol satisfaction of all parties.

lf despite these efforts, a conflict of interest persists, the COORDINATOR may choose to 

relleve thls partner from implementing the decision or suspend the actlon, thereby 
removing the conflict of interest, but ot the some time the COORDINATOR may also 

withhold the lntended funds (in whole or in part) to this partner in order to implement said 
decision, especially if the non-compliance of the partner is in breech with the 

ochievement of project objectives as set in Article 1 in a slgnificant matter. The Notional 
Ageney will be contacted to advice the issue and lts recommendations will be taken lnto 

account by the conflicted parties, with the aim to successfully implement the project 
objectives. See also Annex l -Suspension ofthe lmplementatlon of the Action.

These lump sums ore per participant and hove to cover the following expenses: 1 lump 

sum is meant to cover trovel costs (both ways!), travel insurance, food ond 

accommodatlon.
