Article I
Subject Matter of the Agreement
1. The contracting parties have agreed on the cooperation described in this contract in connection with the following event, which will be organized for the public in the Rudolfinum premises: Chamber Music Concert with the participation of the RAM students and members of the Czech Philharmonic’s Orchestral Academy and members of the Czech Philharmonic regular orchestra (hereinafter referred to as "Concert") on Thursday 15 February 2024 from 3:30 p.m.

Article II
Remuneration
1. For the participation of the Czech Philharmonic’s Orchestral Academy and the Czech Philharmonic regular orchestra members and for the further production and marketing costs related to the Concert the RAM shall pay the orchestra a fee of CZK 68,189 (in words: Sixty Eight Thousand One Hundred Eighty-Nine Czech crowns), which the RAM undertakes to pay by wire transfer to the Orchestra’s bank account IBAN: xxxx xxxx xxxx xxxx xxxx xxxx kept with Czech National Bank, no later than within 21 working days after the execution hereof.
Article III
Validity and Effectiveness

1. This Agreement becomes valid upon its conclusion and effective upon its publication in the Register of Contracts pursuant to Act No. 340/2015 Coll., as amended. Publication of this Agreement in the Register of Contract pursuant to Act No. 340/2015 Coll., as amended, shall be procured by ČF. The Parties acknowledge that this Agreement does not contain any provisions which should not be published in the Register of Contracts pursuant to Act No. 340/2015 Coll., as amended. Any Party which provided any personal data in this Agreement consents that they may be contained in the text of the Agreement published in the Register of Contracts pursuant to Act No. 340/2015 Coll., as amended; if the Party provided any personal data concerning a third person, the Party declares and is responsible that it has such consent from the concerned third person if such consent of the third person is necessary under the applicable law.

Article IV
Final Provisions

1. This Agreement shall be governed by the laws of the Czech Republic, in particular by relevant provisions of the Act No. 89/2012 Coll., the Civil Code, as amended, to the exclusion of any of its conflict of laws rules. Any disputes arising out of this Agreement or in connection with it shall by heard and determined exclusively by ordinary courts of the Czech Republic.

2. Should any provision of this Agreement be found invalid, ineffective or unenforceable, the Parties undertake to replace such provision by a provision valid, effective and enforceable, whose purpose and meaning shall be identical, or as similar as possible, to the purpose and meaning of the invalid, ineffective or unenforceable provision.

3. This Agreement is executed in two counterparts, of which each Party shall receive one.
4. Any changes or supplements to this Agreement shall be carried out in writing by means of numbered amendments executed by both Parties.
