2. The Contracting parties agree that the purchase price of the Goods amount to EUR 20.184,00-- VAT excluded. The stated total purchase price is final, cannot be exceeded, and includes all costs, including shipping/postage, packaging, etc. CP undertakes to pay the purchase price to the Seller's bank account: IBAN: xxxxxxxxxxxxx; BIC: xxxxxxxxxxxx kept by xxxxxxxxxxxx within 30 days, however not before the day the Goods is handed.
3. The Seller declares that is the sole owner of the Goods and that the Goods is not burdened with any defect. The Seller is responsible for the ensuring that the Goods is eligible for the purpose for which CP buys it. If the Seller is not notified of this purpose, is responsible for the ensuring that the Goods is eligible for the purpose for which is usually used.
4. The Seller shall deliver the Goods to CP and CP shall accept the Goods at the CP’s registered office without undue delay after the conclusion of this contract.
5. The Seller undertakes to physically hand over the subject of the purchase to the CF and the CF undertakes to take it physically at the registered office of the CF without undue delay after the conclusion of this contract, until 05/15/2024 at the latest.

Article II.
Force and Effect of the Contract

This contract comes to force and effect on the day of its publication in the registry of contracts pursuant to the Act no. 340/2015 Coll. CP secures sending of the contract to the registry of contracts. The Contracting parties declares that this contract does not contain any provision which cannot be published in register of contracts. The contracting party which provides any personal data in this contract agrees with its publication in register of contracts. If the Contracting party provides any third party personal data in this contract, declares and is responsible for the fact that the third party has provide this Contracting party a consent with publication of this personal data in register of contracts except for the cases when the consent of the third party is not required by law.
Article III.
Warranty and warranty conditions

1. The warranty period of the warranty for the quality of the delivered goods is 24 months from the date of acceptance of the subject of purchase by the CP for structural and material defects provided that the method of storage and use complies with the relevant standards applicable to the given type of goods. The warranty does not include wear material such as hair, screws etc.
2.  Complaints shall be claimed by acceptance of the goods at the Seller immediately upon discovery of the defect in the goods and by reporting to the e-mail address: xxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxx.

Article IV. 

The final provision
1. Legal relationships of this contract shall be governed by the laws of the Czech Republic, by the applicable provisions of the Act no. 89/2012 Coll., Civil Code. For discussion and resolution of disputes arising from this contract the general courts of the Czech Republic are competent.
2. If any provision of this contract is or will become invalid or unenforceable, it shall not affect other provisions of this contract, which shall remain valid and effective. The contracting parties undertake in this case to agree to replace the invalid and ineffective provision by a new valid and effective provision, which corresponds best with the originally intended purpose of the invalid and ineffective provision.
3. This contract is executed in two copies of which each Contracting party shall receive one.
4. Changes and amendments to this contract may be made only on the basis of an agreement of both parties and are valid only in the form of written numbered amendments.
