 The Parties agreed as follows:
 
The BUYER hereby agrees with the ARTIST on the arrangement and performance of the concert “MozART group“ and the ARTIST hereby undertakes to ensure the  performance of  the concert on terms and conditions and in time defined herein.

1.Venue:    			Czech Republic/National Theatre Brno/ Mahen Theater
2. Concert date: 			29th May 2025			 
3. Number of performances	one
4. Time of performance:		7 p.m. 
5. Rehearsal:			3 p.m. – 6 p.m. / TBC
6. Total contract amount towards the ARTIST: EUR 8.147 gross includes Production costs in the amount of EUR 500 gross i.e.  EUR 500 net and remuneration for the concert in the amount of EUR 7.647 gross, i.e. EUR 6.500 net including all costs with the exception of costs, listed under point 8. below

7. Payment: the total amount will be paid as follows:
 
1. First payment of EUR 3.000 net upon the signature of the Agreement by the Parties and prior to the first local publishing and not later than by June 3th 2024.

2. Remaining amount of EUR 4.000 net or adjusted amount no later than 31st April 2025

The total amount of EUR 7.000 consists of:
EUR 1,000 artistic fee / work to be done in Czech Republic
EUR 2,000 rights to be paid to authors and choreographers in Poland
EUR 1,500 preparation and preproduction fee including rehearsals / work to be done in Poland
EUR 2,000 travel costs / to be purchased in Germany
EUR    500 agency fee / work to be done in Germany


All payments under this Agreement shall be made via a wire transfer in favour of the account specified by the AGENCY on the basis of invoices issued by the AGENCY and submitted to the Buyer in time.

Both Parties agree on the SHA (shared) bank fee application with respect to all payments made under this Agreement via wire transfers to accounts kept outside the CR.

NDB undertakes to pay the VAT at a rate applicable as of the tax point date on the gross remunerations specified in this agreement.​

In case of existing EU VAT ID’s for both parties, a VAT reverse charge based on council directive 2006/112/EC of 28 November 2006 will aply. 

8. In addition to the aforementioned price for the performance, the Organizer shall ensure and pay:
(a) shuttle services within 200km from Brno two ways between 
May 28th, 2025 and May 30th, 2025 

b) accommodation for 4 artists, 1 technician and one manager – 6 single hotel rooms **** standard with breakfast / lunch and dinner in Brno for 2 nights on 28, 29th May 2025

The above mentioned transport and accommodation will be paid by the ORGANIZER directly to the carriers and hotel.

9. The AGENCY undertakes to deliver to NdB prior to the signing of this Agreement a current confirmation of its tax residency (tax domicile) or an affidavit of tax domicile. If the Agency provides evidence of tax residency, all such amounts under this Agreement shall be taxed in accordance with the double taxation treaty concluded between the Czech Republic and the country in which the Agency is a tax resident. It is understood, that only the artistic fee can be taxed in Czech Republic. If accompanied by an affidavit on tax residency certificate, all gross amounts under this Agreement shall be reduced by an income tax of 15%. In the event of a change in the tax residency of the Agency, the Agency undertakes to immediately inform the NdB of this information, including the submission of all evidence that unambiguously proves this change.

10. If working permits are needed THE BUYER will cover its costs. 

11. The AGENCY shall arrange and execute the performance in full scope, at its own expense and shall take full artistic responsibility for the performance.
 
The performance includes stage setting, costumes, furniture, props, and generally said, all artistic objects (including those that are required by the Buyer), as described in the technical terms and conditions. Mutually approved technical conditions form an integral part of the Agreement on the arrangement and performance of  ”MozART group” attached as Annex No.2.

The production rider of the MozART group is a fully valid part of this agreement. Buyer provides the Artist with the following, free of charge :
- PA and lights , backline
- catering on show days and meals during the Artist’s stay in Brno.
And others according tech specs.
	
The ARTIST is liable for following the copyrights in the country where the programme is registered.

12. The BUYER shall provide the venue in an operable condition with all members of staff necessary to unload and load, erect and dismantle the stage and ensure the performance. The BUYER shall ensure with its own staff and at its own expense general services at the venue, such as ticket sale, refreshments (10 small bottles of mineral still water (for the stage), 10 big bottles of mineral still water, 5 big bottles of COCA COLA, 5 litres of orange juice (100% fruit), Hot coffee, tea, milk, lemon).

The NDB shall pay relevant fees to OSA (Czech Performing Rights Association).
To this end, the AGENCY shall provide the Buyer in time with the list of compositions to be performed at the concert.

As regards advertising and communication, the BUYER shall respect the image described in the documentation and items provided by the AGENCY and shall respect the compulsory name presentation.
To promote the concert, the NDB reserves the right to apply its own visual style in accordance with the marketing strategies and NDB plans.

13. The venue shall be made available to the ARTIST from 1 p.m. on the date of the performance so as to ensure installation of equipment, light setting and sound test.  Loading shall take place after the performance.

14. The BUYER shall meet all necessary requirements set by the ARTIST in order to ensure the performance as described in Annex No. 2 to the Agreement – technical terms and conditions. 

15. In the event of Force Majeure, the contract partners shall be relieved from responsibility for partial or complete discharge of the contractual duties. Events of Force Majeure are unforeseeable events of emergency nature that neither of the parties could influence.
All monies paid to the AGENCY shall be returned in the event of  the concert being cancelled due to Force Majeure to the organisers within two weeks from the date of the concert cancellation. Both parties, however will work together towards a new date of the concert within 24 months form the previously agreed date without the assertion of additional costs.
 
16. In case of illness of the artist, the AGENCY shall inform the BUYER. 
THE ARTISTS undertake to conclude commercial insurance, the purpose of medical treatment - illness and injury.
 
17.  In all cases, save for the provisions of § 16 and 17, the Party breaching the Agreement as of any date shall pay the other Party a penalty in an amount corresponding to the total price stipulated under 6. - and shall refund the other Party for demonstrable expenses spent in relation to the relevant concert, within 15 days from the non-performance without the necessity of any court proceedings, if possible. 

18.  A failure to make any payment by the BUYER as described under § 7 is understood as a breach of the Agreement.  In this specific case, the AGENCY shall be relieved from the duty to keep performing the Agreement without prejudice to any other of its rights.
 
19.  The performance shall not be recorded, broadcast on the radio or filmed, save for permitted 3 minutes for promotional purposes. All recordings beyond this limit shall be arranged for in a special agreement. 
 
All involved media partners may freely promote the concerts through their own media (radio, television, newspapers, music shops).

20. The Agreement shall be governed by Czech law.
• All amendments of the contract must be written, agreed and signed by both parties
• The contract is drawn up in two copies, of which each contracting party receives one.
• This Agreement shall enter into force - date of signature by both contracting parties.
In doubts, it is considered that the date of signature of the contracting party that signed the contract later.
•The agency declares that all persons who participate in the implementation of the performance according to this contract are domiciled or tax domicile in the countries of the European Union, or States that have a valid and effective treaty with the Czech Republic on the avoidance of double taxation or an agreement on the exchange of information in tax matters or are a party to a multilateral international agreement on the exchange of information in the area of income tax, which is valid and effective for the Czech Republic according to the valid list OECD available at: http://www.oecd.org/tax/exchange-of-tax-information/Status_of_convention.pdf.

• Both parties take note that the contract becomes effective only when it is published in the register of contracts under Act No. 340/2015 Coll. (Contract Registry Act) and agrees the publication of this agreement in the full-text registry.

• The contracting parties declare that the terms of this contract have been followed by mutual agreement from the date of signing this contract and, in the event that the contract is subject to publication in the register of contracts, they consider all their mutual performance provided from the date of signing this contract to the date of entry into force of this contract for performance provided under this contract.

21. For the aforesaid performance, the BUYER shall provide 10 (in words ten) free tickets for the needs of the AGENCY.
