(AA), (BB), which acts on behalf of (CC), hereby make an Agreement as follows concerning the
execution of the above-said project.

Article 1 (Project Objective and Content)

The project objective and content are the same as those contained in the project proposal which (CC)
submitted to (AA) via (BB).

Article 2 (Project Implementation)

(D Under the rights and responsibilities stipulated in the Guidelines for the Management and Operation
of Academic Research Support Program for Humanities and Social Sciences (“the Guidelines”), (BB)
and (CC) shall conduct the project in good faith in accordance with the project proposal. (BB) shall
vouch for (CC)’s fulfillment of its obligation as stipulated in this Agreement.

@ (CC) shall assume full responsibility for the performance of the project. (BB) shall supervise the
implementation of the project and take the relevant administrative steps in a way that does not hamper
the independence of the project.

(® Materials that are gathered through the related project shall be cleared of any legal problems with
regard to academic usage (including disclosure and free transmission). All intellectual property rights
should be respected and observed.
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Article 3 (Research Institute)

(D (BB) shall operate a research institute as the key body to carry out the project. The research institute
shall be comprised of a project director as well as relevant faculty members, researchers, and
administrative employees.

@ (CC) shall serve as the director of research institute and assume responsibility for the overall
operation and management of the research institute.

Article 4 (Funds Payment)

@ (AA) shall pay the project funds to (BB) in accordance with what is stipulated in this Agreement.
The indirect expenses will be paid within the project funds. However, the project funds can be changed
in accordance with the government’s budget situation and amendment to, or cancellation of, this
Agreement as per Articles 16 and 17 herein taken into account.

@ Indirect expenses should not exceed 10% of the “direct costs” and the ratio fixed at the time of
signing this Agreement should be observed during the project period.

® (BB) and (CC) shall input the Account Information into the KSPS Project Management System upon
finalizing the agreement, and (CC) shall inform (AA) of the Account Information whenever (CC)
submits the revised interim and stage reports.

Article 5 (Management and Use of Project Funds)

(D (BB) shall centrally manage the project fund under the Guidelines and establish an account
exclusively for the project funds.

(@ If the deposit interest is accrued in the account, it shall be reinvested in the project or used only for
similar purposes approved by (AA).

(3 (BB) and (CC) shall use the project funds received under the foregoing Article 4 in accordance with
the Guidelines and according to Appendix 1 (Standards in Calculating Itemized Expenses) attached to
this Agreement. Any amount used in violation of what is stated in the foregoing sentence shall be
retrieved.

@ Personnel expenses must be transferred into the participants’ accounts in observance of the relevant
local tax laws and shall not be jointly managed.

(® Inthe event of a multi-year project, (BB) and (CC) may have the balance of the project funds within
the project period of a given year carried forward to the same project for the following year.

® The project team may use outside support fund if it is not in breach of the purpose of this project,

provided that the project team shall not be funded by other institutes at the same time for one and the
same project and its sub-projects.

@ (BB)and (CC) shall manage the grant independently and report the result of grant execution to (AA)

transparently every year.

The grant shall be executed within the project period according to the project proposal.

@ A project participant receiving personnel expense or allowance for research activities under the
project shall not receive other allowance under the same project.

Article 7 (Interim Screening)

of “60 points or above,” (AA) will authorize Continuance of project. If (CC) receives a rating of “Below
60 points,” (AA) will cease support for (CC).

(® With regard to a project for which provision of support has been stopped as required by evaluation

results, (CC) shall submit the final report to (AA), using the (AA)-provided form, within 6 months of
the day when (CC) received the notice about the stoppage of support from (AA).

Article 8 (Stage Report)
(® (CC) shall submit a stage report to (AA) for evaluation and review of whether or not authorization
of the project to proceed to the next stage is justified.

@ Concerning the stage report stated in the foregoing 8-, (CC) shall submit it to (AA) by way of

Article 9 (Stage Evaluation)

(@ Stage evaluation has a rating system of “Adequate, Lacking, Fail”. If (CC) gets either “Lacking” or
“Fail” grade, (AA) will cease support for (CC).

Article 10 (Final Report)

Article 12 (Public Disclosure of Final Project Results)

proposal within 2 years of completion of the project period and submit 3 copies of each to (AA). Books

recognized as a result of the research project.

(® When the final project results are published, (CC) must include the public disclosure statement
marked below according to the Guidelines, Article 20. Any publications without the acknowledgement
will not be recognized as a result of this research project.

@® In all public disclosures of research results, grantees shall not indicate any funding-wise support
other than that of KSPS. In case of a book, the disclosure must be included in the publication’s masthead.
(® In all public disclosures of project results obtained under this grant program, grantees must
acknowledge AKS funding using the following statement:

Article 13 (Failure to Submit Final Project Results)

(@ (CC) and project participants shall submit the project results within 3 months of the completion of
the project stipulated in Article 12 of this Agreement. In the event of failure to comply with what is
stated in the foregoing sentence, (AA) may impose an additional monetary sanction for the project funds
already paid and restrict (CC)’s application and participation in the Academic Research Support
programs as stipulated in Articles 25 of the Guidelines. However, when judged necessary, (AA) may lift
the restrictive measures imposed on (CC) or project participants based on the results of separate
evaluations of the letter of explanation and the overall performance in the project.

@ 1If (CC) submits the project results after (AA)’s imposition of the restrictive measures stated in the

foregoing 13-@), (AA) may lift the restrictive measures immediately or at a later date, to be separately

determined based on the evaluation made of the relevant project

Article 14 (The Possession of the Project Results and Products)

(® When it is unavoidable to change the project name during the project, (CC) shall request (AA)’s
approval by way of (BB).
@ The project period and the deadline for final report shall not be extended. However, when there is
an unavoidable reason to ask for an exception to what is stated in the foregoing sentence, due to natural
disasters, fire, disease, childbirth, appointment to an official duty, etc., (CC) shall submit the application
to (AA) for approval by way of (BB).
(® The project director shall not be replaced. However, when one of the following is the case, the case
shall be submitted to (AA) for approval by way of (BB).
1. The project director’s death or becoming disabled
2. The project director’s inability to continue to carry out project due to the following:

1) His/her failure to be re-appointed for the next term as professor during the project period

2) His/her appointment to a non-University Government position

3) His/her transfer to another organization or position within the same institution

4) His/her disease, disappearance, or criminal indictment
3. Other important situations, which (AA) may accept as a reason for replacement

® If the project director is sent to another institution or stays in a country outside of the designated

location of (BB) for over six months, (CC) will notify (AA) of the fact and inform (AA) how (CC) plans
to perform its duty as project director in the time of (CC)'s absence from (BB).

@ In the case of having to modify the Agreement, such as changing the research plan or replacing

participating researcher, (CC) by way of (BB) shall follow a separate Agreement Change Procedure
and

receive the approval of (AA). In the annually submitted Research Plans Amendment Reports, matters
that require implementation of the Agreement Change Procedure shall not be included.

Concerning the research assistants, (CC) may replace them with the approval from (BB). In such a
case, (CC) shall report the result to (AA) when (CC) submits annual reports.

Article 17 (Cancellation of Project Agreement)
(@ (AA) may cancel this Agreement if one of the following takes place:
1. When (BB) or (CC) are found to have gravely failed to perform duties stipulated in the agreement;
2. When (BB) or (CC) voluntarily abandoned the project;
3. When it is judged that it will be difficult for project participants to achieve the desired project
results or that the project participants will be unable to complete the project.
4. When the decision to cease support is made as required by evaluation result or otherwise

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@ In the event of the cancellation of this Agreement as per the foregoing 17-@), (BB) shall transfer the
remaining project funds, except for the amount actually spent on project, to the account designated by

(® When this Agreement is cancelled due to reasons other than those listed in 17-@ for which (BB)
and (CC) is also responsible, (AA) shall retrieve the amount allocated either partially or wholly, and
take restrictive measures.

Article 18 (Submission of Relevant Materials)

(BB) and (CC) shall collaborate in good faith for the following: Inspection of the facilities and the
relevant documents, or requests for submission of the relevant materials by (AA) or any party
designated by (AA) or the Minister of Education of the Republic of Korea.

Article 19 (Compliance of Laws and Restrictive Measures)
@ In implementing the project, (BB) and (CC) shall comply with the relevant laws and the Guidelines.
@ (AA) may cease paying the project funds or retrieve the paid project funds, either partially or wholly,

from (BB) and (CC) if one of the following takes place, and restrict the relevant party’s application for
and participation in the Academic Research Support programs.

1. When the party in question is found to be involved in the use of fraud, such as an act intended to cause
double payment, or other abuses concerning payment of the project funds

2. When the party in question is found to have used the project funds for a goal other than their

designated purpose or to have violated the usage perimeters and appropriation standards

When the party in question fails to submit the final report within the deadline

When the party in question fails to submit the final research results within the deadline

When (BB) or (CC) abandons the project without a justifiable reason

When the party in question is found to have violated the Project Agreement.

When it is judged that the goal of funding the project cannot be reached.

. When it is judged that it would be impossible to continue the project.

(3 Where (BB) or (CC) is subject to subparagraph 2 in the foregoing 19-@), (AA) may impose an

additional monetary sanction. If (BB) or (CC) hinders or obstructs the relevant investigation, (AA) may
impose a fine.

(® When one of the subparagraphs 6 through 8 in the foregoing 19-2) is applicable, (AA) may decide

separately whether to impose restrictions on an application for the Academic Research Support
programs, along with the restriction period, depending on the prevalent situation.

Article 20 (Other Compliance Matters)

@ (BB) and (CC) shall not divulge to others any confidential information obtained regarding the
implementation of research tasks or academic support projects.

@ (BB) and (CC) shall do their best to prevent the occurrence of any dishonest acts, and adhere to the

commonly practiced research ethics. (refer to Appendix 2)

® If an author is a minor, or a spouse or direct relative to either the project director or participating

researchers in the study, (CC) shall report immediately to (BB) and (BB) shall report immediately to

(AA) and obtain prior approval. In the event of a breach, sanctions may be imposed according to the

Agreement, Article 20.

@ Even after the signing the Agreement, (AA) may cancel the selection of the project if the application

qualification requirements are found to not have been met.

Article 21 (Interpretation)

(D Matters not covered by this agreement shall follow the Guidelines.

(2 When interpretive questions arise concerning this Agreement, (AA)’s interpretation shall prevail. If
necessary, a mutual pre-discussion to reach an amicable resolution may be held.

® In case of different opinions or interpretations of the contents of this agreement, (AA), (BB) and
(CC) shall cooperate with each other and endeavor to resolve any such difference, and only when all
parties agree that all viable avenues to an amicable resolution are exhausted, (AA)’s interpretation,
based on legal consultation from Korean Law, shall take precedence over the others.

Two counterparts in this agreement, (AA) and (BB) shall keep one copy respectively. This Agreement
shall take effect from the project commencement date stipulated in this Agreement, and shall remain
valid until the completion of (BB)’s and (CC)’s respective obligations.

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[Appendix 2] Scope of Misconduct in Research

“Misconduct in research” refers to any of the following acts committed in the proposal of
research tasks, performance of research, report or publication of the outcomes of research
activities:

1. “Forgery” refers to the act of falsely creating, recording or reporting raw data, data and
outcomes of research that do not exist.
2. “Tampering” refers to the act of distorting research contents or outcomes by
intentionally manipulating research materials, equipment or processes, or arbitrarily
modifying or deleting raw data or data used in research.
3. “Plagiarism” refers to the following acts of utilizing the creative ideas or works of
another person(s), other than generally available knowledge, without indicating their
source adequately, in an attempt to mislead other parties into believing that it is one’s own
work.
a. Unauthorized use of a part of or the whole research contents of another person without
indicating their source.
b. Failure to indicate the source when using literary works by others, and modification of
certain words or sentence structures.
c. Unauthorized use of creative ideas belonging to others without indicating their source.
d. Unauthorized use of literary works belonging to others by translation without
indicating their source.
4. “Illegitimate indication of authors” refers to the following acts of failing to attribute
authorship to a person who has contributed to the research contents or results, without
justification, or vesting authorship to a person who has not contributed to the research
contents or results as an expression of gratitude or courtesy to that person.
a. When authorship is vested to a person who has not contributed to the research
contents and results.
b. When authorship is not vested to a person who has contributed to the research
contents and results.
c. When an academic thesis written by a student is published in an academic journal in
the name of the adviser only.

5. “Illegitimate redundant publication” refers to cases where research results or articles that
are identical or virtually similar to previous research results are published without
indicating their source, or are presented as separate research achievements, or cases where
research funds or other benefits are unfairly or fraudulently obtained as a result.

6. “Acts of obstructing an investigation of research misconduct” refers to acts of
maliciously obstructing investigation of misconduct by one or others or inflicting harm or
disadvantage on an informant.

7. Other acts that seriously exceed the scope of misconduct usually admitted in the relevant
academic fields are to be treated as research misconduct.
