E xceptions 1o the abligation of confidentiality

2.2 Therestictions on theuse or disclosure of Confidentia) Information set out in Article 2
hereinabave shalinot apply to any Contidentiz) Information which:

(b) isdisclosed to the Receiving Party bya third party wha isnat in breach of any obligation of
canfidentiality; or

(c) was known to fhe Receiving Party beforcsuch Confidential Information was imparted by the
Disclosing Party ss can be evidenced by its records: or

(d) isrequired to be disclosed pursuast s any applicable statute, law. rule ar regulation of aty
gavammenta) autharity or pursuant © any order of amy cowt of competent jurisdiction,
pravidedthat confidential treatmentis requested and the Receiving Parsy shall advise the
Disclasing Paty of the request for disclosure in sufficient time %o apply for such legal
pratection asmay be wvailable with respect ta the confidentiality of the Confi dential
Informatian.

Article 3. Indcmaity

3.1 The Receiving Paity acknowledges that the Confidentia) Inforination has been developed or
obtained by the investment aof significant tiine, effart and expense, and that such Confidentia)
Infommation provides the Disclasing Party with a-significant comperitive advantage in its business.
The Receiving Paty understandsthat the Disclosing Party will thus suffer significant harm in the
event that the Receiving Party fails to comply with any ofits obligations set forth herein.

3.2 Accardingly, fhe Receiving Party hereby acknowledges that, in the event of any breach of this
Agreement the Dimlnsﬁ ﬁy shall be entitled v the just and faic amount of liquidsted domages
in theamount These liquidateddemages are without prejudice to therights ofthe
Disclosing Party 10 seek equitable relief, inchiding injunction. and to claim additiona) damages if

the Disclasing Party’s haim is nat campletely compensated by the Jiquidated damages, in additian
1o theright 10 teaninate all existing agreements with the Receiving Paity.

Article 4. Sarvival of Undertskings

4.1 The contract will enter inta force an the date of its signing by both parties ard inta efficiency on
the date of publication in the registcr of caontracts and shall remain in force until the end of the
fifth year following the end of any contiactl relations between the Parties, regardless of the
cause. VZL U wil) therefore without undue delay after its signing by bath paities subinit the
contract wa register af contracts for publication.

Article S, Scape of the Agreemeit

5.1 WNo Paity has the right to assign or atherwise Yander all of its sights and obligations wnder this
Agreement toanythird party without the prior writtenagreementof the ather.

5.2 Ali of the terms and provisions contained herein shall inure to the benefit of and sha)) be binding
upon e Paities hereta and their respective heits, successois and pennitted assigns.

5.5 Nothing in this Agreement shall be constined as crcating any abligation an the part af onc or the
other Party todisclose any Confidential lnformation whatsoever.

5.5 Na representation or watranty is ar will be made, express ar implied, of any kind and especially as
ta or in telation to the accuracy or completeness of the Confidential Information discloscd under
this Agreement, except for any Confidential Information disclased by the Disclosing Party in
respanse ta any request for quotation ar except as atheiwise expressly pravided for herein.

5.6 Nathing contained in this Agreement shalt be constiued as creating any obligation ar an exccption
on the part of either Party to enter into a business relationship with the othcr Party, aor an
abligation to refrain from entering into a business relationship with any third party. Nothing
contained in the Agreement shall be construed as cieating a joint venture, parinership or
emplayment relationship betwcenthc Parties, it being understood that the Paities are independent
cantractars vis-a-vis ane nnother. Except as spectfied herein, no Party shall have the right, power
or implied avthority to crcalc 2ny abligation ar duty express or implicd. on behalf of any other
Party hereto.

Articte 6. Entire Undestaking~ Amcndments

6.1 This Agreement sets forth the entire undastanding and aggamment of the Parties with respect to
the subject matter heieof and supecisedes all ather aral ar written representations and
understandings.

Article 7. Severability

7.1 [fany pravision of this Agieement is held invalid, unenforceable ar Wlegal for any reasan, this
Agreement shall remain atherwise in full force apart fram such pravision which shall be deemed
cefeted. or be amended.

Artick & Waiver

8.1 ‘The fact that one of the paities does not demand the strict execuGon by the ather party of any
pravisian ar candition of the present Agreement at any time will not be considered as a final
waiver of the exercise af this righi.

Article 2 Geverning Law 2nd Jurisdiction.

9.1 Al issues, Guestians and disputes cancerning the validity, interpretation, enforcement,
performance and termination of this Agreement shall be governed by and canstrucd in
accardance with - law, and no effect shall be pgiven to any other choice-of-law ar
conflict.of.Jaws rules or provisions ﬂ that wouid cause the
laws of any other jurisdictian to be applicable. This Agreement shall thus be govemed by and
construed according to -Iaw.
