(hereinafter referred to as the “Partner”)



1.  subject-matter
The Parties agree on the conditions of mutual cooperation in the sale of selected PCT services, namely vouchers that enable their holders to ride on the vintage tram No. 42 (hereinafter referred to as the “Vintage Tram”) and vouchers that enable their holders to take part in a PCT Guided Tour (hereinafter referred to as the “Guided Tour”) (the vouchers for both services hereinafter collectively referred to as the “Voucher”). This Agreement provides for the Partner´s obligation to offer Vouchers for sale to end customers and the PCT´s obligation to pay the Partner a fee for each Voucher sold by the Partner as further agreed in this Agreement. A more detailed description of the services associated with the Voucher is specified below in this Agreement and in Annex 1 hereto.
2.  services provided
2.1. The Vintage Tram Voucher will enable the holder to take a sightseeing tour through the center of Prague in vintage tram cars. The end customer will present the Vintage Tram Voucher upon boarding the Vintage Tram and will be allowed to commence ride upon presentation. Boarding is possible at any stop of the Vintage Tram. 
2.2. The Guided Tour Voucher enables the holder to take part in a selected guided tour of Prague from the offer of regular or individual PCT guided tours. The end customer will present the Guided Tour Voucher at the starting point of the guided walk and, on presentation, will be allowed to participate.
2.3. The Partner undertakes to offer and sell Vouchers to end customers at its selected points of sale.
2.4. For each sale, a unique Voucher will be generated by the Partner, indicating the number of persons who will be entitled to use the service (ride on the Vintage Tram or participate in the Guided Tour) on the basis of the Voucher and the total price to be paid by the end customer to the Partner. The validity of the Guided Tour Voucher is determined by the selected date of the tour, the validity of the Vintage Tram Voucher is not limited in time. 
3.  sale
3.1. PCT will provide the Partner with login credentials to the PCT online store on the prague.eu website where Vouchers will be sold (hereinafter referred to as the “Sales System”). PCT will provide the Partner with a unique login and password to the Sales System for each of the Partner´s point of sale. 
3.2. The Partner is not entitled to disclose the Sales System access credentials to a third party. 
3.3. The Partner agrees that only properly trained personnel of the Partner will have access to the Sales System and will provide truthful and complete information to end customers, while taking care to protect the reputation of PCT.
3.4. The Partner will provide PCT with the IP address of each Partner´s point of sale where Vouchers will be available. Based on the IP addresses provided by the Partner, PCT will identify individual accesses to the Sales System and the quantity of Vouchers sold at the Partner´s point of sale.
3.5. Technical support for sales through the Sales System is provided by PCT through a contact person – xxx, tel.: +420 xxx, e-mail: xxx.
4.  price, terms of payment and invoicing
4.1. The current prices of PCT services are listed in the Sales System. The Partner undertakes to respect these prices when offering and selling Vouchers.
4.2. The Partner is entitled to the following fee for each Voucher sold in accordance with this Agreement:
a) xx % of the price of the Vintage Tram Voucher,
b) xx % of the price of the Guided Tour Voucher.
4.3. At the end of each calendar month, PCT will issue and send to the Partner a tax document (invoice) payable 14 days after delivery to the Partner. The invoice will be for an amount equivalent to the value of Vouchers sold in the billing period. The invoice will contain a reference to this Agreement and all essential elements required by law.
4.4. At the end of each calendar month, the Partner will issue and send to PCT a tax document (invoice) for the amount corresponding to the agreed fee for Vouchers sold by the Partner in that calendar month. The invoice will contain a reference to this Agreement and all essential elements required by law. 
4.5. The Parties agree that the obligations set out above in this part of the Agreement may be set off against each other.
5.  term
5.1. This Agreement is for a definite term until 31 December 2025. If neither Party to this Agreement notifies in writing the other Party that it wishes to terminate the Agreement at least three months before the expiry of the agreed term of the Agreement, the term will be extended for one year, including repeatedly.
5.2. Either Party will be entitled to withdraw from this Agreement if: 
a) the other Party fails to perform a contractual obligation despite prior written notice, 
b) the other Party has been finally convicted of a criminal offence defined in the Criminal Liability of Legal Entities Act,
c) for other reasons laid down in the Civil Code. 
Withdrawal from the Agreement is effective upon delivery to the other Party.
5.3. This Agreement may be terminated at any time by agreement of the Parties.
5.4. Termination of this Agreement in any way will be without prejudice to any claim for damages. 
6.  declaration of the parties
6.1. The Parties undertake not to damage the reputation of PCT and the Partner. The Partner further undertakes not to damage the good name of the founder of PCT, the Capital City of Prague (including the Prague City Hall) by any of its actions or statements. This obligation of the Partner will survive the termination of this Agreement.
6.2. The Partner declares that it agrees that all information and documents which it has learned or obtained in the performance of or in connection with this Agreement is strictly confidential (hereinafter referred to as the “Confidential Information”). Furthermore, the Partner agrees to keep all Confidential Information in secrecy and not to disclose it to any third party or use it for its own benefit or the benefit of any third party.
7.  final provisions
7.1. The Agreement is made in two copies, one for each Party.

7.3. Annex 1 – Description of Services is hereinto incorporated by reference and made an integral part hereof.
7.4. Any changes to this Agreement will take form of written amendments to this Agreement signed by both Parties. The Parties are obliged to inform each other of all circumstances that may affect this Agreement.
7.5. In connection with the application of Act No. 340/2015 Sb., on special conditions for the effect of certain agreements and contracts, publication of such agreements and contracts and on the register of agreements and contracts (Register of Agreements and Contracts Act), as amended (hereinafter referred to as the “Register of Agreements and Contracts Act”), the Parties agree as follows:
a)	The Agreement is free of any trade secrets of any of the Parties or other information excluded from publication (except as set out below) and is eligible for publication in the Register of Agreements and Contracts pursuant to the Register of Agreements and Contracts Act. Having regard to the above, the Parties agree to the publication of this Agreement. The exception is personal data in the form of names and contact details of the Parties’ representatives;  
b)	PCT will send, in accordance with the provisions of Section 5 of the Register of Agreements and Contracts Act, an electronic image of the textual content of the Agreement in an open and machine-readable format and the metadata required by the Register of Agreements and Contracts Act to the relevant digital mailbox of the Ministry of the Interior designated for the publication of records in the Register of Agreements and Contracts via an electronic form published on the public administration portal;  
c)	PCT will comply with the obligation set out in this paragraph above without delay, but no later than 15 days after the conclusion of the Agreement.
7.6. The Parties declare that they have read this Agreement and that it has been entered into as an act of their true, free and sincere will and not under duress or on manifestly unfavorable terms. annex 1
description of services

Vintage Tram Voucher:
· The Voucher can only be redeemed on the Vintage Tram line 42 during its service hours.
· The Voucher must be presented to the information officer present at the first boarding of the Vintage Tram either in electronic or printed form.
· After verifying the validity of the Voucher, the information officer will exchange the Voucher for a 24-hour ticket for the Vintage Tram (in the quantity indicated on the Voucher).
· Once a 24-hour ticket has been issued, the Voucher is no longer valid and cannot be used again.
· For the duration of the service, i.e. when riding on the Vintage Tram, the holder uses the 24-hour ticket.
· A properly marked 24-hour ticket entitles the holder to an unlimited number of rides on the Vintage Tram during its service hours, for a period of 24 hours from the time the ticket is marked.
· A 24-hour ticket is marked exclusively by the conductor on the Vintage Tram.
· A Voucher at a discounted price is available for the following categories of passengers: children up to 15 years of age, students up to 26 years of age and persons over 65 years of age; the holder of a discounted Voucher is required to show proof of eligibility to a discount (i.e. a valid personal ID or student card).

 Guided Tour Voucher:
· The PDF document serves as a ticket for the purchased Guided Tour.
· The meeting point is marked on the Voucher and in the description of the selected walk.
· The voucher can only be redeemed with the guide present.
· The Voucher must contain the correct date of the Guided Tour, which must coincide with the date on which the Voucher is to be used.
