hereinafter « National Museum » or « Client »,

Hereinafter together the « Parties ».

INA has patented and developed the INA-Saphir technology. INA-Saphir allows optically digitizing analogue audio disc recordings, and is especially useful for damaged records that cannot be played using a stylus on a conventional disc turntable. INA-Saphir consists in two main tools:
· [bookmark: bookmark12]The INA-Saphir Scanner is the core tool, a physical optical turntable equipped with a specific optical acquisition head. The INA-Saphir Scanner allows collecting series of pictures from the records. The optical head principles are covered by patent EP16264O2 US200604498 owned by INA.
· [bookmark: bookmark13]Software tools for 1) scanning the records, and 2) for extracting the audio signal from the scanned pictures.
The National Museum, through their Audio Lab, develops, tests and implements appropriate procedures to address the complex issues of longterm protection and access to audio stored on historical physical media, in line with international standards and practice, and based on existing research in the field.
Under a contract "INA-Saphir System Sale Agreement", signed and published in the Czech National register S230525 in May 2023, National Museum have acquired one INA-Saphir System, and have exploited it since its delivery on August 22nd, 2023.
National Museum intends to extend the functions of their INA-Saphir System through physical upgrades, updated software, additional training, and extended support. The National Museum hereby declares:
· [bookmark: bookmark14]having been able to ask all questions about the potential extensions and upgrades of its INA-Saphir System, including technical, functional, applicative, and organisational domains, and having received sufficient answers to those questions;
· [bookmark: bookmark15]having received from INA all the information necessary for the conclusion of the contract.
After having negotiated, the Parties have put in writing their agreement into the present agreement.

Agreement: refers to the present agreement, including its appendices.
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INA-Saphir Scanner: the physical INA-Saphir turntable scanner, complete with accessories (USB and power cables, disc support, glass disk, nudger) as acquired by the National Museum under the INA-Saphir System Sale Agreement signed and registered under number S230525.
INA-Saphir Scanner Upgrades: the physical INA-Saphir turntable scanner modifications, with additional auto-focus functions.
INA-Saphir System: The complete set of INA-Saphir Scanner, INA-Saphir Software Tools, and Workstation as acquired by the National Museum under the INA-Saphir System Sale Agreement signed and registered under number S230525.
INA-Saphir System Upgrades: The INA-Saphir Scanner Upgrades, completed with all the necessary updates to INA-Saphir Software Tools, and Workstation.
Instruction Manual: refers to the instructions for using the INA-Saphir System, provided by INA by e-mail. The Instruction Manual provided by INA is written in English, unless otherwise agreed by the Parties, and is provided in either hard copy or electronic format.
Software Tools: refers to 1) the saphir2_scanner scanning software tool and 2) the saphir_play exploitation and decoding software tool, as licensed to the National Museum.
Workstation: a working deskside Linux workstation, loaded with all the necessary Software Tools, and the Software Tools source code, as acquired under the INA-Saphir System Sale Agreement signed and registered under number S230525.
[bookmark: bookmark19][bookmark: bookmark20][bookmark: bookmark21]ARTICLE 2 - PURPOSE OF THE CONTRACT
The purpose of the Agreement is to organize :
· [bookmark: bookmark22]the sale of the INA-Saphir Scanner Upgrades by INA to the National Museum
· [bookmark: bookmark23]the extension of license to the updates of the Software Tools,
and to set forth the commitments of the Parties.
ARTICLE 3 - ENA'S OBLIGATIONS
3.1 [bookmark: bookmark24]Terms of Sale of the INA-Saphir Scanner and the Workstation
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INA agrees to sell and install the INA-Saphir Scanner Upgrades compatible with the INA-Saphir Scanner , as described in Article 1 of the Agreement, for the sale price set forth in Article 6 of the Agreement.
INA undertakes to deliver and install the INA-Saphir Scanner Upgrades in operational condition and in accordance with its Instruction Manual. To this end, all the necessary executable binaries, environment, source code with instructions on how to re-compile and re-install, will be made available on the National Museum's Workstation. Furthermore, a copy of the updated Instruction Manual will be copied on the Workstation.
INA shall ensure that the Software Tools Updates, as delivered and installed by INA, are compatible with the INA-Saphir Scanner and the INA-Saphir Scanner Upgrades. It is understood between the Parties that this commitment constitutes an essential condition.
National Museum declares that it has full ownership of the already delivered INA-Saphir Scanner and Workstation and grants to INA the right to use and modify them for the purpose of installing the INA-System Upgrades.
INA certifies it has full ownership of the INA-Saphir Scanner Upgrades and certifies that the property sold is free of all claims.
INA shall remain the owner of the delivered INA-Saphir Scanner Upgrades until full payment is obtained from the National Museum. A written statement of the delivered equipment's condition will be established after delivery.
The Parties agree that any damage or loss occurring after delivery will be borne to the National Museum.

A non exclusive license is granted by INA to the National Museum for the use of The updates on the Software Tools' source code. Those updates will be installed by INA on the Workstation in the conditions set forth in article 3.3 below, and will be delivered under the same Apache License, Version 2.0 as the one the Software Tools are subjected to. As such, the Software Tools' source codes and binaries updates are delivered on an "as is" basis, without warranties or conditions of any kind, either express or implied.
The Software Tools and its updates are not subject to any performance obligation with regard to reading and decoding operations.
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The National Museum will be free to use and modify the Software Tools Updates as wanted, provided the Apache License, Version 2.0, is respected.

[bookmark: bookmark33]INA commits to install the INA-Saphir System Upgrades in the National Museum's facilities after delivery, provided the necessary equipment mentioned in 3.2. is made available.

3.4.1. [bookmark: bookmark38]On-site initial training
INA will renew and extend the transfer of knowledge, especially its knowhow relating to the mastery and use of the INA-Saphir System Upgrades, to the National Museum teams dedicated to the use of the INA-Saphir System. This transfer of skills must enable the National Museum to acquire the knowledge necessary to use the INA-Saphir System - and more particularly the INA-Saphir Scanner Upgrades, object of the sale - so as to be able to use it autonomously following the training session.
The training session will include one (1) day of training organized by INA on the premises of the National Museum. This training will take place immediately following the delivery and installation of the INA-Saphir System Upgrade. The training will cover:

· [bookmark: bookmark40]Disc preparation and scanning using saphir2_scanner with focus on the upgrades
· [bookmark: bookmark41]Disc decoding using saphir_play, with focus on the new functions

3.4.2 Optional pre-training
At the request of the National Museum, INA may offer an additional one (1) day of pre-training before the delivery and installation of the equipment to the National Museum, at its Bry-sur-Marne site.
The terms and conditions of this training will be confirmed by email between the Parties. It is nevertheless already established between the Parties that the training sessions being free of charge, National
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Museum's travel and accommodation expenses will be covered by the National Museum.
ARTICLE 4 - OBLIGATIONS OF THE NATIONAL MUSEUM

The National Museum commits to cooperating in good faith with INA in order to take delivery of the INA-Saphir System Upgrades.
The National Museum will ensure full cooperation of the personnel whose intervention is required for the installation of the INA-Saphir System Upgrades.
Additionally, the National Museum undertakes and ensures that its staff will collaborate in good faith with INA to master the knowledge and knowhow transferred by INA during the training sessions.

In order to allow INA to install the INA-Saphir System Upgrades, the National Museum undertakes to provide the following items for the proper functioning of the upgraded INA-Saphir System: the INA-Saphir Scanner, the Workstation itself, a mouse, a keyboard, two monitors, sound equipment and any other necessary equipment.

The National Museum commits itself to the reasonable use of the INA- Saphir System Upgrades, in accordance with its intended purpose and the applicable provisions, and to comply with the Instruction Manual. Compliance with these conditions shall be considered essential to the performance of the Agreement.
INA shall not be held liable for any modification, arrangement or alteration made to the Software Tools, the Workstation or the INA-Saphir Scanner and INA-Saphir Scanner Upgrades.

The National Museum shall pay the sale price of the INA-Saphir System Upgrades in accordance with the terms and conditions set forth in Article 6 of the Agreement.

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The National Museum is a legal entity obligated to publish specified contracts in the Contracts Registry under Act No. 340/2015 Coll., modified by Act No. 471/2022 Coll., on the Special Conditions of Effectiveness of Certain Contracts, the Publishing of such Contracts, and the Contracts Registry (the Contracts Registry Act). INA takes note of such fact, and, by signing this Agreement, simultaneously confirms its consent to the publishing of this Agreement in the Contracts Registry publicly accessible at https://smlouvy.qov.cz/.

INA is committed to providing technical support following delivery of the INA-Saphir System Upgrades under the conditions defined below.
In the framework of the current Agreement, INA will, for the initial agreed duration of 3 (three) years, provide best-effort remote services to correct any malfunction of the INA-Saphir System and INA-Saphir System Upgrades.
The INA-Saphir helpdesk may be reached on weekdays from 9:00 to 18:00 by phone at xxxxxxxxxxx or by email to xxxxxxxxxxxxxxxx
In order to start receiving such assistance, an initial request will be sent to the Helpdesk by email to the above mentioned email address.
The National Museum will make sure to provide all the information and data necessary for INA to reproduce the detected anomaly.
To enable remote connection by the INA-Saphir helpdesk, the National Museum is required to equip the INA-Saphir Workstation with a remote access port and address operating via the Secure Shell (ssh) protocol. INA will only be able to access the Workstation and the National Museum's IT environment through this means for the purpose of conducting tests as part of the maintenance. Any data or files accessed by INA as part of the maintenance will be destroyed as soon as the corresponding maintenance operation is completed.
INA will respond to the National Museum's requests for assistance within a reasonable time. INA will use its best efforts to correct or propose a workaround for anomalies reported by the National Museum. However, it must be remembered that INA is only bound by an obligation of means. INA does not guarantee that the INA-Saphir System and INA-Saphir System Upgrades are free of anomalies or that their operation will be uninterrupted. Consequently, the National Museum is advised to take all
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measures to minimize the harmful consequences of any interruption, impossibility of operation or loss of data.
In the event that remote support is insufficient, INA may, at the request of the National Museum, intervene on site. The National Museum agrees to cover the travel and accommodation expenses of the INA-Saphir specialists up to a maximum of 1600 euros, excluding taxes, per trip.
After the third year, remote and on-site assistance arrangements will cease, unless renegotiated in a separate agreement.

The National Museum will pay INA the fixed and definitive sum of 5,5006 HT (five thousands and five hundred Euros excluding tax) upon delivery of the INA-Saphir System Upgrades.
Payment shall be carried out no later than 60 (sixty) days from the date of issue of the invoice(s), by bank transfer to the account held in the name of the xxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxx, the details of which are as follows:

It is hereby agreed between the Parties that the amount corresponding to the VAT will be paid by the National Museum in Czech Republic. In order to benefit from the VAT exemption in France as described in article 262 ter I of the French general tax code (code général des irnpots), the National Museum hereby states its intra-community VAT number is CZ00023272. It is however understood that INA will have to charge VAT at the 20% rate if said intra-community VAT number is reported as "invalid" and the National Museum fails to meet the requirements for VAT exemption.
For any delay in the payment of the aforementioned sums, the National Museum undertakes to pay INA as of right:
- on the one hand, a fixed indemnity of 40 (forty) euros for costs and disbursements resulting from the collection procedures implemented by INA,

· [bookmark: bookmark66]on the other hand, an indemnity equal to 11% of the amount due including all taxes, calculated in proportion to the number of days of delay from the due date of the invoice
For any delay in the delivery of the INA-Saphir System Upgrades, INA undertakes to pay the National Museum as of right:
· [bookmark: bookmark67]on the one hand, a fixed indemnity of 40 (forty) euros for costs and disbursements resulting from the collection procedures implemented by the National Museum,

The Parties will communicate to the public, including on their respective web sites, on the acquisition by the National Museum of the INA-Saphir System Upgrades. Such communication will take place after the full payment of the INA-Saphir System Upgrades. Parties will agree on the most appropriate date and on the contents for such initial communication.
The Parties will collaborate with the objective of making a joint communication on the operation in the framework of a major audio archive conference, e.g. IASA, AES Archive, ARSC...
The Parties may then, by mutual agreement, communicate to the public, together or separately, on the INA-Saphir System and INA-Saphir System Upgrades, using the words "in partnership with" followed by the name and/or logo of the other Party.
The Parties authorize each other to use, within the framework of the Agreement, their brand names, trademarks or logos on all their media and documents that the Parties deem necessary to perform their commitments. It is expressly understood that each of the Parties remains the owner of all the rights relating to its logo(s), brand name and trademarks, of which it retains exclusive ownership, and that under no circumstances may the present Agreement be interpreted as constituting an assignment of said rights to the benefit of the other Party.

The National Museum acknowledges that it has received all information from INA, and in particular that it has been able to test the INA-Saphir System and INA-Saphir System Upgrades, allowing it to fully understand its functionalities and assess its suitability for its needs.
The National Museum is responsible for the operation of the INA-Saphir System and INA-Saphir System Upgrades and the data that it processes.
INA may not be held liable for interruptions of service, damage, or loss of data related in particular to, and without this list being exhaustive:

This limitation does not apply in cases of gross negligence or willful misconduct of INA.

In the framework of the entering into, signing and managing of the Agreement, the Parties will be required to process personal data. The legal basis for such processing is the fulfillment of contractual provisions and pre-contractual measures.
Consequently, the following personal data may be processed: the surnames, first names, telephone numbers, e-mail addresses, postal addresses and job functions of the persons involved in the conclusion and execution of the Agreement for each of the Parties.
This personal data is exclusively intended for the persons authorized to conclude, execute and manage the Agreement. It may not be stored any longer than is necessary to achieve the purposes for which it was collected, and, in any event, not after the end of the Agreement plus the duration of the legal provisions.
Pursuant to the data protection legislation in force, the persons subject to the processing carried out under the Agreement have a right of access, rectification or deletion, and a right to limit the processing of data regarding them, as well as the right to define instructions regarding the fate of the data after their death, which can be exercised:

In the event of non-compliance by either Party with any of its obligations referred to in the Contract as being essential, the other Party reserves the right, after sending a formal notice by registered letter with acknowledgement of receipt that has remained ineffective for 30 (thirty) working days, to consider the Contract terminated as of right at the expense of the defaulting Party, without prejudice to any action for additional damages to which it may claim.
In the event of termination due to the Client's failure to perform any of its essential obligations, all sums paid to INA by the National Museum shall be forfeited to INA.

Neither Party shall be liable and shall not be deemed to have failed in its obligations if such failure is due to an event of force majeure as defined by Article 1218 of the Civil Code and by the case law of the French courts. The Party unable to perform due to the occurrence of such an event shall inform the other Party as soon as possible in writing. The Agreement shall be suspended for the duration of the force majeure event. If the force majeure event continues beyond 30 working days, the Agreement shall be terminated without notice on the day of notification by either of the Parties.
In the event of partial performance of the Agreement on that date, the Agreement shall be terminated and the services performed shall be invoiced by the Party that originated them.
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In the absence of any performance of the Agreement by that date and/or if the services, subject of the Agreement, are only useful if fully performed, the Agreement shall be terminated and the Parties shall be restored to the state in which they were before its conclusion.

Any dispute relating to the interpretation or performance of the Agreement shall be subject, in the absence of an amicable agreement between the Parties and in accordance with the rules of international law, to the exclusive jurisdiction of the courts of the State of the Party providing the service characteristic of the Agreement.

Consequently, no Party is authorised to contest the admissibility of the Docusign platform and/or the electronic signature as means of proof and each Party undertakes to accept that in the event of a dispute, the electronic signature is admissible and admissible before the courts and constitutes proof of the data and facts contained in the Agreement, of the documents to which it related and of the commitments it expresses.
Each of the Parties acknowledges that the signature process used to sign the Agreement on an electronic medium enables each of them to have a copy of this document on a durable medium or to have access to it.
