whereas the Company wishes to make audio recording with the Orchestra in the expectation of a fair exploitation which in view of the performance as an Orchestra implies an exclusive nature of the exploitation thereof,

whereas therefore the Company is prepared to invest in the production and exploitation of the recordings and to compensate the Orchestra.
It is agreed as follows:

2.
Subject of the Agreement

The subject matter of this Agreement is audio recording of the Orchestra’s artistic performance of 
Richard Blackford: Niobe for Violin and Orchestra
to take place at Rudolfinum, Alšovo nábřeží 12, Prague, CZ 
on 13th November 2017 (hereinafter only "Performance"), 
and the Orchestra’s consent to the production by the Company of a permanent audio recording of the Performance, and to the Company’s use of the Performance within the scope of this Agreement.  

3.
Rights and obligations
The Orchestra
(a) The Orchestra agrees by means of this Agreement to be present at Rudolfinum on 13th November 2017, from 13:30-16:30 (for audio recording session), prepared to perform Richard Blackford: Niobe for Violin and Orchestra
Instrumentation for the audio recording is set out in the attached schedule. 
(b) The Orchestra undertakes to provide its concert hall at Rudolfinum for the audio recording as well as its recording equipment and the services of the music producer, sound engineer and Pro Tools operator. 
(c) In consideration of the payments set out below the Orchestra hereby assigns all rights to the Performance to the Company and gives all necessary exclusive consents and permissions by means of this Agreement to the production by the Company of a permanent sound recording of the Performance any adaptation or editing thereof. 
The Company 
(a) The Company undertakes to pay the Orchestra for the Performance under this Agreement a remuneration pursuant to Article 4 hereof.
(b) The Company undertakes to provide the Orchestra with the needed music – score and parts in mutually agreed format. The costs for printing and binding the score and parts shall be covered by the Company. 
4.
Remuneration

(a) For the creation of the Performance, for the consent to the production of a permanent sound recording of the Performance, and for the use of the Performance within the scope of this Agreement, the Company is obliged to pay the Orchestra a total fee of 7 526,50 EURO net.
· The fee includes: xxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxxx 
· The fee is calculated per one session (i.e. 3 hours) + postproduction. Possible prolongation of the session will be charged extra with the rates pursuant to Appendix I. 
(b) The total fee shall be paid within three weeks after the recording session based on the invoice sent by the Orchestra.

5. 
Concluding Provisions

(a) If for any reason other than the failure of the Company to comply with his obligations under this Agreement or other reasons outside the control of the Orchestra, the Orchestra fails to create the Performance at the above place and time, the Company shall have the right to withdraw from this Agreement. In such case the Orchestra undertakes to reimburse the Company for all reasonable costs expended by the Company on the creation of the Performance and on the production of the permanent sound recording.

(b) If for any reason other than the failure of the Orchestra to comply with its obligations under this Agreement or other reasons outside the control of the Company, the Company fails to record the Performance or to use it within the scope of this Agreement, the Company shall nevertheless be obliged to pay the Orchestra the remuneration pursuant to Article 4 hereof.

(c) This Agreement can be changed only by means of an amendment in writing signed by both the parties. 

(d) This Agreement is governed by the law of the Czech Republic, the courts of which shall have non-exclusive jurisdiction over this Agreement and any dispute arising therefrom.

(e) This Agreement was produced in two original copies and each contracting party shall receive one copy.

(f) This Agreement comes into effect and force on the date of its signature by the two contracting parties.
