1.
Object of the Agreement

1.1 Bosch hereby gives and Contractor accepts the order to carry out for Bosch 

“Validation and Application of the Advanced Model of Multiphase Flow and Phase Transitions in Automobile Exhaust System”

(hereinafter called "work") in accordance with the Attachment 1 (Project Description).


Details of the work and its performance shall be - as far as necessary - agreed upon from case to case by the parties. Project manager shall be for Bosch Department PS-XS/EXS-Bj.

1.2
Contractor will entrust suitable employees with the work and assumes responsibility that these employees fulfil the obligations of this Agreement, especially those corresponding to Sections 2, 4 and 5.

1.3
In performing the work Contractor shall apply the time and the degree of care necessary to achieve the best results by attending to the acknowledged technical rules.

1.4
The parties shall mutually agree on the necessity of meetings either at Contractor’s or at Bosch’s premises to discuss the progress and further performance of the work under this Agreement.

1.5
According to the details provided in the attached Project description, Contractor will deliver to Bosch interim written summaries on the results achieved during the respective periods. No later than four weeks after completion of the work, Contractor will submit to Bosch the final written report on the achieved results.

1.6
Contractor will inform Bosch without delay, if an employee of Contractor should be or become aware of intellectual property rights which may be relevant in connection with the work. Contractor is not obligated to carry out patent searches.

2.
Working Results/Inventions/Property
2.1
Bosch shall own full title ‑ free of any claims of third parties ‑ as to all results, including inventions, arising from or in connection with this Agreement and Bosch shall be entirely free to use and/or exploit such results and/or inventions at its sole discretion.

2.2
Contractor shall ensure the transfer of inventions made by the employees of Contractor to Bosch.

2.3
With regard to any invention contained in the working results, Bosch may, at its sole discretion apply for patents and/or utility models worldwide and is free to maintain or to lapse any intellectual property rights arising therefrom.

3.
Compensation
3.1
In return for the performance of the work and the rights granted to Bosch under this Agreement, Bosch shall pay to Contractor an amount of 
495.867,77 CZK plus VAT 104.132,23 CZK, in sum 600.000,00 CZK 
(sixhundredthousand CZK), payable as:
1/2 of payment will be performed upon completion and delivery of the interim report, due on or before 01 August 2018 (1st interim report) and 1/2 after the final report has been delivered and accepted.

3.2
Invoices to Bosch shall make reference to the Bosch file number B-109135 and shall be addressed to the project manager of Bosch according to Section 1.1.

3.3
Contractor shall pay all taxes and other dues incurring to Contractor in connection with this Agreement.

4.
Competing Work for Third Parties

Contractor agrees not to carry out any work for third parties in which any results arising from this Agreement may be useful. This applies during the term of this Agreement and within two years after its expiration unless Contractor has obtained Bosch's prior written approval.

5.
Confidentiality/Publication
5.1
Contractor shall keep strictly confidential and secret towards third parties any and all working results arising from this Agreement as well as technical and commercial information obtained from Bosch under this Agreement, even after the expiration of this Agreement as long and as far as this information is not in the public domain or unless Bosch waived further secrecy in writing.

5.2.1
Contractor commits itself not to make any publication unless it has received a written permission from Bosch to do so. Bosch shall not unreasonably refuse said publication. Within a period of two months after having received a written request for publication from Contractor, Bosch shall inform Contractor in writing of its approval. If Bosch does not reply in writing within these two months, approval shall be deemed as granted.

5.2.2
Bosch may require Contractor to postpone the publication for nine months in order to allow Bosch to file patent applications or apply for any other appropriate intellectual property rights.

5.2.3
Bosch may inform Contractor in writing that its commercial interest would be severely harmed by the publication. In such a case both parties shall discuss on how the publication can be modified, taking into consideration the objections made by Bosch, in order to allow such publication.

5.3
Bosch as well may publish any results arising from or in connection with this Agreement naming Contractor as author.

6.
Term
6.1
This Agreement shall come into effect on 15 March 2018 after it has been duly signed by the parties and shall terminate on 31 December 2018. This Agreement may be renewed or extended by mutual written consent.

6.2
Bosch is entitled to terminate this Agreement prematurely without notice,

-
if it appears that the expected result cannot be obtained at all or not without considerably exceeding the projected costs or the date set forth above, or

-
if extraordinary circumstances occur, under which the continuation of this Agreement appears to be unreasonable for Bosch.


Costs of Contractor accrued up to the date of premature termination shall be borne by Bosch up to the maximum payable amount according to Section 3.1.

6.3
Sections 2, 4 and 5 shall survive any termination of this Agreement.

7.
Modifications or Supplements

Any modifications or supplements to this Agreement as well as to this Section 7 must be in writing and duly signed by the parties hereto to become legally binding.

8.
Place of Performance and Jurisdiction



Place of Performance and Jurisdiction shall be České Budějovice.


This Agreement shall be governed by Czech law excluding the conflict or law regulations.

9. Public Information

According to the Act No 340/2015 of the Law Code, this agreement will be listed publicly in the Register of Agreements as it is. The submission into the Register of Agreements is performed by Contractor. In agreement with the Act No 340/2015 of  the Law Code, the Attachment 1 (Project Description) is excluded from this procedure and remains confidential.
